MAIN CHARACTERS

Eddy
A cash-strapped con artist with a short fuse, Eddy is the self-appointed leader of the Eds. He has only two goals in life: To prove how great he is and to scam the neighborhood kids out of all their hard-earned allowances. Why?  So he can get his greedy little hands on those giant, scrumptious, tantalizing, yet so elusive, sugar-coated jawbreakers! Eddy is very sensitive about being a shrimp, so he overcompensates with a massive Napoleonic inferiority complex. Eddy’s retro styled bedroom is his pride and joy. It’s got a happenin’ lava lamp, a groovy round king-sized bed, and a funky disco ball, all of which he inherited from his swinging older brother. When Eddy isn’t ordering around Ed and Edd, he can usually be found on a lawn chair working on his tan or in his bathroom penciling in chest hairs.

Ed
Reality is too boring for Ed, single ‘D’. He prefers to live in his own warped mind, a subcultural grab bag full of horror comics and B-rate monster movies. Much to the dismay of germophobe Edd, Ed has poor personal hygiene. He despises bathing and is terrified of soap. One of Ed’s best friends is a rotten fishhead named Angus that he keeps in his pocket. Ed loves buttered toast, gravy, chickens, and sponges, in that order. He is a thick-skulled lunkhead. Hit him over the head with a hammer and the hammer loses. Ed has immense physical strength which allows him to easily throw houses and pick up trees. Ed is carefree to a fault and is known for laughing at inappropriate times. Ed’s achille’s heel is his tyrannical younger sister Sarah. He is an easy target for her childish manipulations.

Edd
Eddward "Double-D" is the most intellectual member of the trio. He has a plethora of personal phobias and is known for being high-strung and anxious. Edd is well read and adores cleanliness and being ‘neat’ which puts him at odds with his slovenly friends. Edd never takes off his trademark sock-like black hat and nobody is really quite sure what he’s hiding underneath it… Edd’s parents put a heavy workload on their only child, communicating an excess of tasks solely through sticky notes. He despises sports due to a mysterious schoolyard event known only as the ‘dodgeball incident’. Edd is an excellent pedal steel guitar player and is able to construct the most complicated machinery out of simple, everyday objects like cardboard, glue, signs, and various junk the Eds come across.

OTHER  CHARACTERS

Jimmy
Jimmy is the neighborhood crybaby. He’s weak and effeminate and latches onto Sarah for physical protection. Like many effeminate boys, Jimmy has stars in his eyes and dreams of one day becoming a bitchy, coddled star on broadway. Jimmy is also accident-prone, usually sporting many bandages. Though Jimmy has a cowardly and delicate personality, he has a mean streak a mile wide and is known to hold evil grudges against those who have wedgied him. He can be crafty when properly motivated, so don’t get on his bad side! Jimmy and Sarah are a neighborhood ‘team’. They both share a deep and abiding interest in lacy doilies, high fashion, and unicorns. Jimmy wears a massive, metal retainer to reset his mangled teeth, which were destroyed by one of Eddy’s pastry scams. Jimmy thinks the Eds are brutes and often conspires against them.

Jonny 2x4
Jonny is the local weirdo whose best friend is a piece of wood with a hand-drawn face on it. Jonny calls the piece of wood ‘Plank’ and claims that he can talk. Only Jonny can hear him. Jonny is gullible and often falls for Eddy’s stupidest scams. He’s also famous for his large, melon-shaped head which often gets caught between branches when he’s climbing trees. Jonny talks a lot, and frequently gets on the other kids' nerves. He’s also somewhat of a ‘hippy’ and can be bribed with simple bags of granola. Because of all these oddball traits, Jonny is forced to be a loner, a role that suits him just fine. Jonny is an innocent soul and is quick to forgive Eddy for scamming him. Jonny and Plank also have super-hero alter egos. Jonny becomes The Masked Melonheaded Avenger and Plank transforms into Splinter the Wonderwood!

Kevin
Kevin is the jock. He’s aces with any sport and magic with a football. Kevin has adopted a hyper-cynical and overly-sarcastic personality that he believes makes him appear cooler than the other kids. Kevin’s dad works at the jawbreaker factory. So, he has a garage full of jawbreakers, something which drives Eddy nuts. Kevin loves customizing his bike, skateboards, and snowboards. When not riding his trusty bike, he usually hangs out with Rolf and ‘hot girl’ Nazz in the lane. Kevin hates the Eds, but seems to especially hate Eddy, to the point of paranoia. Rolf

Rolf always refers to himself in third person, as well as being the son of a shepherd, a fact he takes great pride in. His faithful farm animals are a pig named Wilfred and a goat named Victor. Rolf pays no attention to the ‘snake-in-the-grass-Ed-Boys’ unless they make a merry-andrew of him with one of their scams, in which case they must bear the wrath of a ‘son-of-a-shepherd’. She spends a lot of her time saving Jimmy from Eddy’s evil machinations. Cries of “Sarah! Help!” are constantly ringing through the cul-de-sac. After all, Jimmy is Sarah’s best friend and they are always playing together. Sarah writes about her innermost feelings in her secret diary, and has a ‘soft spot’ for Double D, who she thinks is cute, but it usually is not enough to spare him from her considerable wrath.

Kanker Sisters
May, Marie, and Lee are three rough and ready sisters who live in the nearby Park 'n' Flush trailer park. They all have different dads and are big on ketchup and squeezable cheese. Their favorite thing of all is the Eds, whom they refer to as their ‘husbands’. Notwithstanding the fact that the Eds think the Kankers are disgusting and want nothing to do with them. Ed, Edd, and Eddy live in fear of ‘kissing time’ when the Kankers put on their lipstick and come lookin’ for some smooches. If there is one thing that all of the kids in the cul-de-sac can agree on, it's that the Kanker Sisters are to be avoided at all costs. They are the cul-de-sac's number one bullies, striking fear into the hearts of all. 
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
